1. Summary

1.1  The following report is intended as an update for Councillors on progress
towards the improvement of Town Council play areas via Sc106 investment.

1.2 At ameeting of the CSE Committee on 13 March 2017 it was agreed that
Clirs Cole, Hill and Sutton would sit on the playpark tender review panel and
work with the Town Clerk to review initial consultation feedback on
improvements.

1.3 The group met on 1 June 2017 to review the consultation results and
establish the improvements for each play area which would form the basis of
the tender documents. On 29 June 2017 to review the draft tender documents
and finalise ready for issue to play providers.

Tender Process

Sandy Town Council is working with Central Bedfordshire Council to finalise
the tender documents. It is anticipated these will be completed by 215t July
and issued to play providers the week of 24" July. There will be a five-week
period for tenders to be submitted.

Each park will be tendered for separately and play providers may submit more
than one design/quote per park.

Once tenders are received there will be a shortlist process based on an
agreed point based assessment. A second round of public consultation will
then be held on the shortlisted designs where appropriate (Bedford Road,
Fallowfield, & Sunderland Road). Shortlisted providers will be given an
opportunity to meet with the public, this will be managed by the town council.

1. Summary

1.1 In 2010 Sandy Town Council (the Landlord) agreed a lease with the trustees
of the Sandy Skating Association (the Tenant) for the lease of land at
Sunderland Road. The land agreed within the lease is on a peppercorn rent
and is to be used for the purpose of a skate park only.

1.2 The lease between the Town Council and the Sandy Skating Association has
now come to an end. The Town Clerk met with representatives of the Sandy
Skating Association who have asked that the Council consider taking over the
responsibility for the skate park rather than negotiate a new lease for the land.

2. Information

2.1 The Sandy Skating Association confirm they have funds available to carry out
resurfacing work to areas of the skate park which are uneven and propose
that this work would be done prior to handing over responsibility.

2.2  As stipulated by the 2010 lease the landlord (the Council) maintains public
liability insurance for the site and insures the youth shelter against loss or
damage by fire and other such risk. The Council currently carries out regular
checks on the equipment and arranges an annual inspection report by the
Royal Society for the Prevention of Accidents. Under the lease the Tenant
keeps the Landlord indemnified against all expenses, costs, claims, damage
and loss as a result of any breach within the lease.

2.3  The tenant must keep the land in good condition and will not erect any
buildings on that land apart from the youth shelter. If the land is returned to
the landlord it must be in the repair and condition required by the lease.

3. Consideration

3.1 Members are asked to consider the Sandy Skating Association’s request and
agree whether,

¢ the committee recommend that the Council take over the responsibility
of the skate park and any decisions on its future
or;

¢ the committee recommend agreeing a new lease for the use of land
with the Sandy Skating Association.

yellow lines. Central Bedfordshire Council are reviewing the request and have
asked whether Sandy Town Council would consider this request using rural
match funds.

Central Bedfordshire Council’s rural match fund helps local town and parish
councils fund transport infrastructure schemes in their area with matched
funding from Central Bedfordshire Council. This allows town and parish
councils to focus on local infrastructure improvements which are not
prioritised as part of the Local Area Transport Plan process.

Information

A member of the public has raised concerns about road safety on Darlington
Close, off Sunderland Road, Sandy. A request for double yellow lines or
something similar has been made.

A resident is concerned that when deliveries and collections are made from a
business known as Siga Transformations the road gets blocked for the
duration of the delivery/collection. This is due to cars parked opposite on the
kerb and pavement. A request of some limited double yellow lines opposite
the entrance to the business has been made as a solution to preventing the
blocking of the road. An ariel image of the area is attached to this report.

The cost of the works is estimated at £2,500.
