Over the years many Sandy Town Councillors have helped with the packing of Christmas food parcels. Unfortunately at present there are many local families who need help to manage on a weekly basis.  The Need Project has been operating services to help families in need for several years.   They provide food parcels, clothing, equipment and furniture. The Need Project is a confidential intermediary between statutory organisations e.g. social workers, health visitors and the point of need.
