5.  CASUAL VACANCIES ON SANDY TOWN COUNCIL – POST 3RD MAY ELECTIONS

Council will be aware that there are 3 Casual Vacancies on the Council as a result of there being insufficient nominations at the recent elections.

The three vacancies are in Pinnacle Ward.

The law says that in these circumstances the vacancies should be filled by
co-option as soon as possible

Candidates for co-option do not have to live in the Town Council electoral ward for which they are applying to be co-opted.  It is sufficient that they live in the Town, or within three miles of the town, or have their principal place of business in the town.
The law does not stipulate on the actual co-option process but leaves this to the authority concerned.

For example the Council could approach candidates that it considers may be suitable and an asset to the Council, or it could accept nominations or proposals from existing members.  Both of these systems could however be criticised as being undemocratic and self-perpetuating and therefore the previous procedure which has served the Council well for many years may again be considered preferable.

This is that the Town Council advertises the Casual Vacancies and invites Applications from people interested in co-option.

Applications are made by completion of a brief questionnaire and candidates are invited to attend the meeting at which the co-options are to be made in order to make a short presentation to the Council about themselves and why they wish to be co-opted.  Having heard all of the presentations members then vote upon who they wish to co-opt.

The successful co-optee must have received an absolute majority of the votes of those present.  It follows that if there are more than two candidates for one vacancy and no-one of them at the first count receives a majority of the aggregate votes given to the rest, steps must be taken to strike off the candidate with the least number of votes and the remainder must then be put to the vote again, this process must if necessary be repeated until an absolute majority is obtained.

5.  CASUAL VACANCIES ON SANDY TOWN COUNCIL – POST 3RD MAY ELECTIONS (CONTD)

If there is more than one vacancy and the number of candidates equals the number of vacancies all of the vacancies may be filled by a single composite resolution, but if the number of candidates exceeds the number of vacancies each vacancy must be filled by a separate vote or series of votes.
The co-optees are not able to take part in the Meeting at which they are actually co-opted as they will not have signed the required Declaration of Acceptance of Office BEFORE the commencement of the meeting at which they take their seats.

Council is requested to advise as to the procedure to be adopted in respect of the three existing Casual Vacancies.  If it is to be the previous procedure the
Co-options could perhaps be made at the Council Meeting on 18th June if members consider that this gives sufficient time for advertising, public notices etc or by a later Special Meeting of Council, date to be agreed.

29.  CHEQUE SIGNATORIES
The Financial Regulations of the Town Council require that every cheque or other order for payment of money by the Council shall be signed by “any two members of the Council plus the Clerk and Mayor (or Deputy Mayor)”.

Traditionally all 15 members of Council have been authorised to be one of the two by signing the Bank Mandate required by the Bank.  This means that it is convenient to get cheques signed at almost any meeting or in an emergency.  However the new Banking Regulations mean that if Council still wishes to give authority to all members to so sign they will all need to attend at the Bank with some form of identification (passport etc) and a letter of authority from the Council agreeing that the member is an authorized signatory, and sign the required forms in front of a Bank Official.

This is a comparatively new requirement and is now being strictly enforced by the Bank.

Such attendance is clearly going to be difficult for some members, particularly those who work out of town.  Ten of the members of the former Council i.e. the original members at 2003 are still signatories should Council wish to consider this possibility.

The Town Council is requested to consider this matter and in particular whether every member should continue to be authorised to sign cheques or whether a “panel” of say six should be approved and it is then they that will have to present themselves at the Bank as soon as possible.
