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9.  H.B.S. ACCOUNT FOR HUMAN RESOURCES CONSULTANCY SERVICES OCTOBER 2003-FEBRUARY 2004

Members will be aware that the Town Council has a Service Level Agreement with Hyder Business Services for the provision of Human Resources advice and consultancy over a year.
The Agreement provides for 20 hours of advice. During the extensive work of reviewing and rewriting job descriptions for all Admin posts, reviewing and recommending revised gradings of these posts, advertising and recruitment of a Deputy Clerk/Finance Officer etc during the period October 2003 to February 2004 the Chairman of Staffing Committee commissioned an additional 29 hours in excess of those provided under the S.L.A.

These additional hours are chargeable at a rate of £50.00 per hour.

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10. PROPOSED EXTENSION TO 30 MPH SPEED LIMIT - UC166, BEESTON
