4.  Unitary Status
The Government have announced today (Tuesday) that they have approved both the bids submitted by Bedford Borough Council and Bedfordshire County Council to go forward to the next stage of consideration.

There will now be a twelve week period of public consultation with a final decision being announced at the end of July 2007.  If both bids are supported and finally approved it appears that there may be two unitaries in Bedfordshire one for Bedford Borough and one for the rest of the County, but at the time of writing this is far from clear.
