Traffic Restriction Orders in Sandy
Attached are details and plans of proposed traffic restriction orders produced by Central Bedfordshire Council.  They encompass five of the six schools in Sandy.  The deadline for responses is 4th October 2010.

From the plans it would appear that a number of areas where problems exist have not been addressed and that in some cases problems may be transferred to other areas because of the new restrictions.  These include:

Park Road – no proposals have been given for a road which has been the subject of a number of complaints over the years.

Swansholme Gardens - there is a persistent problem with workers at the Youth Centre parking opposite the school on the junction of Foster Grove.  This has not been addressed.

St Swithun’s Way – Although many of the cars parked along this road belong to commuters problems are also caused by parents parking to escort children to St Swithun’s School.

Leeds Smith Drive, Alfred Cope Road – These roads are used by many parents of Robert Peel Schoolchildren.  The comprehensive plans for the Dapifer Drive area may mean that the problem would be transferred to the Alfred Cope Road area which has no restriction.
