7. Breast Cancer Screening 

An e-mail has been received from Alistair Burt MP (see below) with regard to the breast screening.  The mobile unit has been moved from the Saxon Pool, indicating that screening is complete. Although the uptake has supposedly been good Members may wish to ask NHS Bedfordshire to conduct a follow-up to those who did not attend to identify those who were deterred by the journey and offer them alternative provision.  Mr Burt has indicated that he will support any such request from Town Council.
Dear Mrs Foster

I write further to previous correspondence to provide you with an update regarding the Mobile Screening Unit.

I have now heard from the Chief Executive of NHS Bedfordshire who indicates that they as an organisation should have done more to look for alternative sites in Sandy before taking the decision to relocate the unit to Biggleswade for the most recent round of screening.  He apologises for this.  However he also notes that whilst this is has made an inconvenience for individuals, the screening uptake rate has risen, and he is encouraged that the move has not had a detrimental impact on this.

I am encouraged to hear that Mr Morgan does note the impact this will have on those who have been attending the service in Sandy, and I will enquire as to whether the PCT are able to provide a way for those who find it difficult to access the Saxon Pool site.  Do let me know what you and the Town Council thinks about this response.  Are you still keen to press for a more local site?

I look forward to hearing from you.

8. Central Bedfordshire Council Draft Site Allocations Development Plan Document

Sandy has three sites included in the plan (See attached).  It also has the removal of the Meller Beauty site as a Key Employment Site.  In addition Beeston Green is being removed from the Important Open Spaces list.  This is because Beeston is no longer part of the Settlement Envelope and is designated as “countryside”.  As a Village Green it has protection from development in any case.
