Object: If permission is granted this would be granted to an illegal dwelling in the open countryside.  The property is outside the settlement envelope.

CB/10/02958/FULL Full application for proposed two storey side and rear extension at 4 Coopers Close, Sandy.

Object – The extension would be an overdevelopment of the site and have an overbearing impact on near neighbours.  There would also be a loss of amenity to neighbours, in the form of loss of light.

CB/10/03150/FULL and CB/10/01352/LB – Application for change of use from B1 offices to C3 Residential annexe, including alterations and extensions at The Grange, Beeston, Sandy.
If the annexe is given change of use permission there should be an added condition that it is only to be used as ancillary accommodation to the main house.  There is a considerable history of attempts to gain permission for additional dwellings on this site which Town Council does not think would be acceptable development in the open countryside.  It would not like this procedure to be used to bypass normal planning processes.

Cllr Aldis reported that the Unitary Authority was considering proposals to restrict the use of bus passes to after 9.30 am. Cllr Turner said that statutory requirements would be adhered to.
CCTV monitoring had been discussed and it was possible that monitoring would be transferred to Dunstable and that Town Councils may be asked for a contribution towards this.
The number of Gypsy and Traveller pitches required was to be reduced to 26, none of which would be in Sandy.

St Neots Road was to have traffic calming enhancements installed, although no further details had been given.

CBC had to find £12m of savings from the budget.
