(e) That a leaflet be delivered to every home in Sandy, advertising the Farmer’s Market and the Friday Market.

(f) That 12 replacement boards be purchased for the market stalls at a cost of between £250 and £300 from the market income.

(g) That the Town Council should request the use of a stall free of charge at the Christmas Fair event for the use of the Tourist Information Centre or Sandy Enhancement Group.

(h) That the Car Park Working Group has agreed to the re-marking of the car park alongside the bin compound to allow the collectors better access to it.
