The Minutes of the Meeting of Fallowfield Working Group held on Monday 30th January 2006, which had been previously circulated were received and considered.
RESOLVED:  That the Minutes be received and noted.  The Clerk reported that no replies had been received to any of the questions posed although the matters had been hastened.

ALSO RESOLVED:  That a letter be sent to the Chief Executive of Mid Beds District Council with a copy to the Leader and to Alistair Burt, MP pointing out the considerable delays in this matter and enquiring how this delay was acceptable under the Customer Care Charter.

A Member enquired as to the process that would be adopted should Sandy Town Council receive further approaches regarding the adoption of the site.  There were a number of issues that would require careful consideration including maintenance and inspection of the play equipment, maintenance of the considerable number of planted areas and general maintenance of the open space.

RESOLVED:  That when the full extent of the required works are known this matter be referred to the Staffing Committee for in depth consideration in respect of resources, costs etc. 

8.  Fallowfield Open Space (P107/05) (Contd)

Note:  It was subsequently advised that the District Council Officer had sent the questions raised to Messrs Twigdens some five weeks ago and that he was still awaiting a response to his letter.  The delay was therefore again with the developer.
9.  Sandy Town Bowls Club – New Lease (P109/04) (Dated 4.4.05) (P108/05)
The Clerk’s Report together with correspondence from the Bowls Club which had all been previously circulated was received and considered.
Members expressed concern at the continued unpredictable position of the Bowls Club and the new stance in which they now appeared to be arguing against their own previous position.

It was agreed that this list be forwarded by email to Members of the Town Council or by hard copy to those without email facilities.
