9.2. Request from Pinders Circus
After their successful visit in May Pinders have asked to return in 2011. They have requested the use of part of the Sunderland Road Playing Fields from Monday 16th May 2011 until Wednesday 18th May 2011.  They were charged £50 per day for their visit this year.
Council received a number of complaints about the circus before it had arrived or begun performances.  After it had started performances there was one complaint about a noisy generator and another about patrons parking in nearby roads. Several messages were received (including from near neighbours) praising the circus.  The playing field was not harmed in any way and litter etc was cleared by the circus, leaving the ground as it was found.
(Members are requested to decide whether or not they would like the circus to perform in Sandy in 2011 and if so the charge they would like to make)
9.3 Play area at Goldfinch Drive
Members will recall that Kier Homes have received planning consent to remove the play area at Goldfinch Drive and replace it with additional planting.  At a recent meeting between Council Members, Central Bedfordshire Council Officers and a representative of Kiers an enquiry was made as to whether the Town Council would be prepared to adopt the land after the play equipment was removed.  This would be likely to cause problems because there would be no demarcation lines between the area and the surrounding grass.  Council does not have the staff capacity to maintain the large areas of grass and bund involved if the whole area were adopted.  If only the small space occupied by the play equipment were adopted there would almost certainly be complaints that the maintenance schedules between the two areas were different. It is advisable that Town Council should not agree to adopt this space.

The other issue is that of the equipment and fencing that is to be removed.  There are four pieces of equipment – a slide, a swing set, a small roundabout and a rocker in the shape of a butterfly.  The company are willing to donate it to the Town Council, or to a school.

Although there is no room for the equipment in either of the two main play areas, the Limes could accommodate the swings, rocker and roundabout and the slide could be put on Beeston Green.  The bow topped fence could be used to replace the wooden one at the Limes, although some additional metreage would need top be purchased.  The Town Council would have to pay for fitting and safety surfaces.  Quotations have been received for this:

Central Bedfordshire Council have been approached to see if they would be prepared to contribute towards the cost of moving the equipment.

9.6 Street light replacement
Members may recall that this item was deferred at an earlier meeting so that further quotations and information may be sought.

In order to replace the 15 columns or wall lights listed with 5m columns a quotation of £20,400 was received.  An additional cost of £570 per column was quoted for 6m columns (the standard for adoption by Central Bedfordshire Council).  However, CBC will not adopt isolated columns, all the columns in a street must be adopted.

Council asked for a price for replacing the lamps with energy saving LED fittings and this will cost an additional £350 per lantern, an additional total of £5,250.

An additional quotation was sought and this totals £28,170.50 (5m columns plus LED lanterns).
