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11. Charge for marking pitches at Bedford Road Recreation Ground, Season 2005/2006


Until last season the Town Council D.S.O. staff carried out the pitch marking at Bedford Road Recreation Ground for Sandy Football Club.  The club were charged a fee, which in 2003/2004 was £10.50 per marking.  At the beginning of season 2004/2005 the club members decided to mark the pitch themselves.  This continued until January 2004 when the Council staff were again asked to take on this task and the club was charged £10.50 per marking once more.

  Taking into consideration the cost of the materials, the time taken to mark out the pitch and the fact that the charge has not increased for the past two years it would seem that a figure of £12.00 is now not unreasonable.
