6. Annual General Meeting of Bedfordshire Association of Town and Parish Councils – Nominations to County Committee

Council is entitled to nominate a Member for election to the County Committee of the Bedfordshire Association of Town and Parish Councils.  If required the election will take place at the Annual General Meeting on Wednesday 25th October 2006.

Cllr Blaine is currently a Member of the Committee, he was nominated by Sandy Town Council.

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11.  PROPOSED EXTENSION TO COUNCIL OFFICES TO PROVIDE NEW TOURIST INFORMATION CENTRE

Members will recall that the Council gave authority for an Architect to be consulted to prepare some draft proposals for a possible new Tourist Information Centre attached to these offices.

Such proposals have now been prepared and approved by the TIC Management Group.

The Architect has had “Pre-Planning Application” consultations with the Planning Officers of MBDC who have indicated “that in principle there is not likely to be an objection to the proposals and that should a formal Application be submitted it is likely that it would be supported by officers subject to the formal consultation process.”
The proposed building would be approximately 8 square metres smaller than the existing.  This is mainly due to the unusual shape of the parcel of land available and the need for it to be squared in order to accommodate a roof to match the existing.  It is also not intended to provide a link from the new building into the Council Offices at this stage in order to maintain full security of both buildings when one may be open to the public and the other not.  A link could be provided at any time in the future should the proposed building cease to be a TIC.
The Management Group would wish to:-

RECOMMEND TO COUNCIL that it proceeds to the next stage in this Project, i.e. to Stage 2, to request the Architect to prepare full Planning Application plans elevations and site plans, together with Design Statement and to submit Planning Application to MBDC.
The fee for this work will be £1,465.00 including the Local Authority Charge.

(Once Planning Consent has been issued the next stage would be the Building Control Applications).

The Management Group believe that the proposed new building is attractive and a good match to the existing.  However it is accepted that there would need to be greatly improved signage to the new Centre were it to be so located.

The estimated costs of the new building are between £50,000.00 and £60,000.00 although these cannot be confirmed until full Building Control Permission has been granted and tenders sought.  As a comparator that equates to 10 years rental on the existing Centre in Shannon Court.
