7.  PRE-APPLICATION CONSULTATION: PROPOSED VODAFONE BASE STATION

A letter has been received from Vodafone's Town Planning Consultant, Leanne Beverley concerning the siting of a new base station to cover the railway line.  They wish to consult the Town Council before submitting a planning application for the tower.

The site planned for the installation is on land off the access road to the sand and gravel quarry near New Road.  There is already a 15 metre Orange tower in the area and Vodafone would like to erect another 15 metre mast there.  The alternative suggestion, to share the existing Orange mast would mean increasing the height of the tower to 20 metres.
