(a)  Proposed Improvements to the A1 Trunk Road

The proposal for a new “longabout” at junction of New Road was not approved by the Highways Agency.
The multi-modal study recently completed, suggested that a Sandy/Beeston By-Pass should be in the road building programme for the next ten years.  (SEE ALSO REFERENCES IN COUNTY COUNCILLOR BLAINE’S REPORT)

Some serious problems have arisen regarding the company registration in respect of the small limited company that it was intended would progress the Healthcheck.
The aims and objectives put forward to the Charity Commission were not approved, (they were not charitable enough) and the company has had to resort to becoming a traditional limited company.  The aims and objectives for this new body are currently being prepared, based on those in use for a similar organisation in Bedford Borough.
