They explained that a Market Towns Healthcheck such as the one produced for Sandy in 2002 could be used to inform the Town Plan.  There should be extensive consultations, carried out in a variety of ways to ensure that all sections of the community were involved.  The process would take about 16 months.
Mrs Sue Frost from Mid Beds District Council said that now was a good time to produce a Town Plan because the District Council was starting work on the Local Development Framework which would be looking at areas for growth up to the year 2021.  If Sandy had a Town Plan it would help to make the most of any development in Sandy and also help in preparing a green infrastructure plan.

Members questions were answered and the Mayor thanked Ms Ashby, Ms McClain and Mrs Frost for their contributions, they then left the meeting. 
4. Sandy Beat Manager to give update on policing in Sandy
