	Declarations of Interest

(a) Personal Interests

Cllr Sharman  declared a personal interest in planning application no CB/12/01860/Full as a volunteer at the RSPB

Cllr Osborne declared a personal interest in planning application no CB/12/01860/Full as a member of the RSPB which is also his daughter’s employer.  

(b) Prejudicial Interests

Cllr Sutton declared a personal and prejudicial interest in application no CB/12/01860/Full as an employee of the RSPB.

Previous Minutes 

The minutes of a meeting held on Monday 21 May 2012 were scrutinized and discussed.

It was resolved: to accept the minutes as a correct record of the meeting with the following amendments.

1 To add the name of Cllr Mrs Sutton to the list of those present at the meeting.  (It was noted that in future minutes would specify which councillors were members of the committee and which were in attendance.)

2 Item 4 a) should be read that Cllr Sharman had a personal interest in a planning application as a volunteer not a paid employee of the RSPB.

3 To add to Item 4a) that Cllr Aldis declared a personal interest in application no CB/12/01625/FULL as he knows the applicant.

4 To add to item 5 a) CB/12/01546/FULL that the reason for no objections was because the proposed development would have no impact on near neighbours.

5 To add to item 5 b) CB/TPO/23/00127 that the council recommended the work should not be undertaken until the autumn when the growing season came to an end.

6 To add to item 5 c) CB/01625/FULL that no objections were made because the proposed development would improve the dwelling and would be in keeping with the street scene.

7 To add to item 5 d) CB/12/01659/FULL that no objections were made because the proposed development would have no effect on the street scene or the near neighbours.

8 To add to item 5 e) CB/12/01274/FULL that no objections were made because the proposed development would have minimum visual impact on the public.

9 To add to item 5 f) CB/12/01502/FULL that no objections were made because the proposed development replaced an existing conservatory and would have no effect on the street scene.

10 To amend the words “It was suggested” in item 6 which occur   on two occasions to read “It was resolved” in both instances.

	Planning Applications 

1 Planning Application CB/12/01776/FULL Proposed Change of Use from Class B1/B8 to Class D2 Assembly & Leisure (Soft Play Facility) & Alterations to Front elevation at 5 Tyne Road, Sandy. It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed development because it would have no effect on the street scene or neighbours and it could provide much needed employment in the area as well as an amenity for the community.

2 Planning application CB/12/01790/ LDCP Lawful Development Certificate Proposed: Loft Conversion with 2 windows in roof space to front & rear facing dormer window at 11 Peels Place, Sandy. It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed development because it would have no impact on near neighbours and the windows would not overlook anybody close.

3 Planning application CB/12/01860/ FULL Temporary meteorological monitoring structure. 70m tall structure carrying meteorological monitoring instruments at the RSPB, Sandy.  Cllr Sutton left the room prior to any discussion or voting on this item.  It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed development because it was a temporary structure and was needed to secure research data to inform decisions about the siting of a potential future permanent structure.

Cllr Sutton returned to the meeting.

4 Planning application no CB/12/01805/ FULL Installation of security fences around six stayline blocks at Sandy Heath Transmitter at Deepdale, Potton, Sandy.  It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed development because it would have limited visual impact on the public and because the fence would mitigate safety risks.

5 Planning application CB/12/01805/ FULL Rear Single Storey Extensions to form Family Room/Utility Room & Cloakroom, Minor alterations to Rear Elevation window openings at 12 Brickhill Road, Sandy. It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed development because it would have no impact on the street scene or near neighbours although members noted the odd building line at the back of the property.

6 Planning application CB/12/01963/ FULL Infilling of existing shop window at 26 High Street, Sandy.  The committee noted that this application had been discussed by the Town Team.  It was resolved: to make no objections to the proposed development because it would restore the window to its original condition and match existing brickwork.
