Verti-draining – hire of machinery, Sunderland Road

The Deputy Clerk’s report which had been previously circulated was received and considered. The Deputy Clerk answered questions on the exact problem. There was some discussion on the suitability of the present tractor to complete the tasks that may be required of it should the Sunderland Road playing fields require enhanced maintenance in the future.

7. Mid Beds District Council and Bedfordshire Probation Service, Community Service Project Work

The Deputy Clerk’s report, which had been previously circulated was received and considered.  Several suggestions for the employment of the project workers were put forward, these included clearing the old railway embankment and ditches at Sunderland Road Recreation Ground, removing (rather than just spraying) weeds on the Sandcast footpath, planting the Trafalgar oak trees and working on the Riddy and the Pinnacle.  It was pointed out that the Riddy and Pinnacle were managed on the Town Council’s behalf by the Ivel and Ouse Countryside Project Group and that they should make the decisions on whether these workers could be deployed effectively in these areas.

RESOLVED: (a) That the Ivel and Ouse Countryside Project should be informed of the existence of the scheme.
