Mr Peter Blaine had been nominated by Cllrs Aldis, Osborne and White as a suitable recipient of the award of the title of Honorary Freeman of the Town. A citation describing Mr Blaine’s public service and supporting the nomination had been circulated before the meeting together with a report from the Clerk describing the Council’s power under S249 of the Local Government Act 1972 to make the award to persons of distinction and persons who have rendered eminent service to the area. The Clerk confirmed that granting of the status of Honorary Freeman conferred no material honours or special privileges but was a means of paying tribute to the recipient purely and simply for merit.   Several members spoke in favour of conferring the award.
